Semesterwochenstunden/SWS). Some courses, including language courses, can take 4 hours a week. In addition, students prepare and read for
classes.

Assessments: ECTS (Leistungspunkte/LP) are indicated on the "Leistungsnachweis" (credit confirmation sheet) that students receive after they
participated in a course and, in most cases, also passed an exam. Degree students at HU have to collect 180 ECTS on the BA and 120 ECTS on the:
MA level. During the semester a certain kind (presentation, text response papers, etc.) of non-graded course work is obligatory, at the end of the
course students may write exams or seminar papers which will be graded. At HU, students can complete a course successfully without a graded
assesment (P=Passed).
